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‘G-Secyields evolving in an orderly manner’

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has been painstakingly
emphasising that it does not view Government Security
(G-Sec)yields as cast in stone, but evolving in an orderly
manner, in alignment with underlying
fundamentals, according to an article on
the ‘State of the Economy’in the central
bank’s latest monthly bulletin. The RBI has
focussed on the key role of the G-Sec
market in facilitating monetary
transmission by establishing benchmarks for other financial
market segments. This assumes significance when the credit
channel is muted and waves of the pandemic threaten to
destabilise financial markets and institutions.

NPS: Banks to make additional provision

Public sector banks will have to make an

System (NPS). This follows last week’s

announcement by Debasish Panda, Secretary, Department
of Financial Services, that enhancement of family pension
and also employers’ contribution under the National
Pension System (NPS) has been approved by the Finance
Minister. So, family pension for the spouse of deceased bank
employees is set to increase, with a uniform payout of 30 per
cent of the last salary, resulting in the pension going up to as
much asX30,000-35,000. Till now, family pension for bank
employees is under three slabs of 15 per cent, 20 per cent
and 30 per cent of the last pay drawn with a cap 0f%9,284.

Demand for health cover boosts insurers

Covid-related health claims in the first five months of the
current fiscal have already topped similar claims in the full
fiscal of 2020-21, and non-life insurers are watchful about
the impact of a possible third wave. The
onlysilver lining is the sustained demand
for health cover that has boosted growth
for the industry. According to general
insurance industry data, as many as
23,64,957 Covid claims were reported on a
cumulative basis by August 18, amounting
t0329,949.9 crore. Of these, 19,66,595 claims worth
X18,325.4 crore have been settled. Insurers say that even as
Covid-related claims have come down in recent months,
medical claims for routine surgeries and hospitalisation are
now picking up.

Sharp spike in NPAs unlikely: Moody'’s

The Covid wave will lead to new problem loans in the retail
and SME segments, but a severe asset quality decline is
unlikely, according to Moody’s Investors Service. Banks’
improved profitability, capital and loss buffers will help
them absorb anticipated loan losses and maintain credit
strength, said the global credit agency in a report. Moody'’s
observed that the second wave is increasing asset risks for
banks, but the country’s economic recovery, a tightening of
loan underwriting criteria, and continued government
support, will prevent a sharp spike in problem loans.

Loan demand declinesin Q1

After recording sequential rise since Q2 (July-September)
FY21, loan demand slumped during Q1 (April-June) FY22
when major disruption in economic activities was witnessed
in the wake of the second wave of the pandemic, according
to the Reserve Bank of India’s Bank Lending Survey for Q1
FY22.The impact was reported across all major sectors, said
the survey, adding banks indicated some restrain in easing of
the terms and conditions of loans during Q1 FY22. The survey
questionnaire was canvassed among major 30 Scheduled
Commercial Banks (SCBs), accounting for more than 90 per
cent of credit by SCBs in India. Bankers expect demand for
loans to rise during Q2. They displayed maximum optimism
on demand for retail/ personal loans followed by that for
manufacturing and services sector. Outlook on terms and
conditions of loans for Q2 portrayed some easing, especially

for the agriculture and manufacturing sectors. Sentiments on

overall loan demand are upbeat across all sectors in the
second half of FY22. In the upcoming quarters, banks
anticipate sequential easing of loan term and conditions
across major sectors.

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Road to recovery: IBC sets itself on firm footing

But massive haircuts taken by financial creditors have led to questions from some quarters on the efficacy of the insolvency code

he Parliamentary Standing
| Committee recently stirred
up a hornet’s nest by suggest-
ing a possible cap on haircuts banks
can take while approving the resolu-
tion plan of a bidder under the In-
solvency and Bankruptcy Code (IBC).
As the insolvency process has fairly
matured now, “it is imperative to
have a benchmark for the quantum
of haircut comparable to global
standards”, the committee noted.
The suggestions were made by the
Committee on Finance in its report
on the ‘Implementation of Insolv-
ency and Bankruptcy Code - Pitfalls
and Solutions’.

Aclear deviation

The committee flagged that “the low
recovery rates with haircuts as much
as 95 per cent,and thedelayin resolu-
tion process with more than 71 per
cent cases pending for over 180 days,
clearly point towards a deviation
from the original objectives of the
code intended by Parliament”.

In the report, which was tabled in
Lok Sabha recently, the committee
said that about 13,000 IBC cases,
worth X9-lakh crore, are pending
with the various benches of the Na-
tional CompanyLaw Tribunal (NCLT).

Banks and financial institutions
have taken a cumulative haircut of
X3.22-lakh crore or 61 per cent of their
admitted claims since the IBCregime
was implemented.

Both financial and operational
creditors have taken 4,376 compan-
ies to the NCLT under IBC between
December 2016 and March 2021. In a
few cases, the recovery for banks has
been abysmally low, with the hair-
cuts ranging between 90 and 95 per

cent. In at least 58 of the 348 cases
where aresolution plan had been ap-
proved until March 31, operational
creditors recovered nothing, even as
financial creditors managed to re-
cover a substantial portion of the
dues owed to them.

It is pertinent to note that opera-
tional creditors are also borrowers of
banks, and any adverse impact on
their recovery will indirectly hit the
banks.

No need for cap

Addressing a webinar on five years of
IBC recently, Insolvency and Bank-
ruptcy Board of India chief MS Sahoo
said the criticism on IBC does not
take into account the objective with
which the code was introduced.

“The insolvency law is not a recov-
erytool. When it comes to the IBC, the
sole targetisreorganisation of acom-
pany while discharging the claims of
the creditors to the extent realistic-
ally possible. If creditors want to fo-
cus on recovery there are other aven-
uesavailable to them,” he added.

Disagreeing with the suggestion
for a cap on lenders’ haircut, Aashit
Shah, Partner, ] Sagar Associates, said
that while lenders may have taken
significant haircuts in some cases,
these are primarily in legacy matters
where borrowers were already in
severe distress.

Ultimately, the recoveries lenders
make in an IBC process is a matter of
commercial bargain. If the haircut is
significant,itisnotdue tothelaw,but
invariably because of the asset qual-
ity. Introducing any conditions on
maximum haircuts will only hinder
the process, he said.

Even as recovery remains a major
concern, the IBC has substantially
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changed the behaviour of several
promoters when it comes to their
commitment to repaying the bor-
rowed money, besides improving
evaluation methods and diligence
processes among lenders.

Despite inadequate judicial and
physical infrastructure, NCLTs have
been disposing off mounting cases
amid rising financial stress in eco-
nomy.

Massive haircuts taken by finan-
cial creditors in the insolvency resol-
ution cases of Videocon Industries
and Jet Airways, among others, have
led to questions being raised on the
efficacy of the IBC. After resolution at-
tempts failed, C Sivasankaran-owned
Siva Industries and Holdings, offered
a one-time settlement of bank loans
of 5,000 crore by paying just ¥500
crore.

Videocon Industries and its 12
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group companies had admitted
claims of 64,839 crore, but banks
agreed to hand over the company to
Anil Agarwal-owned Vedanta for a 95
per cent haircut.

Similarly, the Jalan-Kalrock consor-
tium got the troubled Jet Airways
after banks wrote off 95 per cent of its
loan.

Sundaresh Bhat, Partner & Leader
(Business Restructuring Services),
BDO India, said the haircut taken by
the banks depends on the underly-
ing assets of the corporate debtor
and valuations, which is determined
by market forces.

“The CIRP process under the IBC is
awell-settled process now to arrive at
a proper market or realisable value
for any resolution of the corporate
debtor under stress. The genuine res-
olution applicant will not pay for the
lending done without doing a

proper due diligence,” he added.

Arawdeal

The recovery for operational credit-
ors is even worse. For instance, in
cases where the admitted claims
were over 5,000 crore, operational
creditors recovered only12.5 per cent
of their total admitted claims.

The recovery for financial credit-
ors has been better at 42 per cent in
insolvency cases where the total ad-
mitted claims were over 5,000
crore, while in cases where the total
admitted claims were less than
%5,000 crore, they recovered only
29.7per cent.

Another worrying factor is the
delayin the completion of resolution
process, impacting operational cred-
itors much more than financial
creditors.

As of March-end, 79 per cent of the
total 4,376 cases under the IBC are
pending for over 270 days,and the av-
erage time taken for the completion
of insolvency resolution was 492
days. This delay, experts said, was an-
other reason for low interest among
bidders in the stressed assets market.

Slowing economic growth and in-
ordinate delays in the completion of
CIRP proceedings are among the
biggest reasons for lenders to accept
the haircuts, according to experts.

IBC prioritises recoveries for both
public and private sector banks,
NBFCs, and other financial creditors
over operational creditors. Only fin-
ancial creditors have representation
on most Committee of Creditors
formed for selecting and approving
the bids of the companies, and have
priority over operational creditors in
the distribution of assets if the com-
panyis sent to liquidation.

With the coming of the co-
lonial powers, banks were
formed asjoint stock compan-
ies to facilitate imports,and to
ensure that exports that were
flourishing for centuries were
killed by choking finances by
eliminating their financiers -
the indigenous money lend-
ing firms.

With banks not lending to
the common man, the finan-
cial intermediaries, in the
form of cooperative credit in-
stitutions, came up. They were
formalised in 1904 by an Act.
Thus began the journey of the
relationship between the co-
operative credit system and
informal/ unorganised sector.

Today, the unorganised sec-
torisstillaveryimportantseg-
ment of the Indian economy;,
contributing almost 50 per
cent of its GDP and account-
ing for 90 per cent of employ-
ment. Large commercial
banks have a limited appetite
to service this sector. The few
new Small Finance Banks
(SFBs) that have come into be-
ing are an experiment that is
largely untested. Though
meant to service small bor-
rowers, they are nevertheless
not local institutions and, to
that extent, they have limita-
tions in penetrating to grass
roots levels effectively.

The USP of UCBs

In this context, the urban co-
operative banks (UCBs) are
largely localised financial ser-
vice providers, and have been
in existence for over a century.
Their niche is in catering to
the lower middle class and
people of limited means, self-
employed and micro enter-
prises. UCBs are most comfort-
able in dealing with these
customers.

They hardly have big cor-
porates as their customers.
The market share of UCBs is
very small (about 3 per cent)
because over 90 per cent of
their loan ticket size is less
than X5 lakh, and historically
they are well spread out only
in a few States. The States
where UCBs have a good pres-

and credit societies across all States in the years to come

ence are: Maharashtra, Gu-
jarat, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu
and Kerala. These States are
economically better off, and
the UCB sector has contrib-
uted to their growth. Since
UCBs are a proven model to
cater to the unorganised sec-
tor in all types of urban
centres, theyare ideally suited
to be replicated in large num-
bers in all States.

It is unfortunate that the
sector has, from time to time,
been receiving uncharitable
treatment both from regulat-
ory/government and the me-
dia, for less of its own faults or
weaknesses and for more of
systemic bias of not receiving
any government support like
other segments of banks. It is
very important that com-
munity-based local financial
intermediaries are there in
large numbers in small urban
centres to cater to the local-
ised small business.

The line of thinking that
there are too many urban co-
operative banks and that they
should be consolidated is
faulty. In recent times, cooper-
ative banks, more particularly
UCBs, have been in the lime-
light ever since the Punjab
and Maharashtra Co-operat-
ive (PMC) Bank and Sri Guru
Raghavendra Sahakara Bank
imbroglios happened. The RBI
and the Central government
had to answer uncomfortable
questions on this.

sufficient regulatory powers
in the Banking Regulation
(BR)Act.

Acting quickly, the govern-
ment got the Actamended by
Parliament, giving the RBI
nearlyidentical powers to reg-
ulate cooperative banks the
way it regulates commercial
banks.  An interesting
sideshow is that the said
amendment has been chal-
lenged and the Madras High
Court is hearing the argu-
ments. The BR Act, 1949, is an
Act meant for banking com-
panies.

More power for the RBI

The Act was amended in 1965
to bring cooperative banks
under RBI regulation by inser-
tion of a special section - Sec
56 (as applicable to cooperat-
ive societies). This enabled
some select sections to be
made applicable as they are to
cooperative banks, while
some others were made ap-
plicable with certain modific-
ations, and a large number of
sections were not made ap-
plicable atall.

The control of the RBI was
partial and it shared the con-
trol with the registrar of co-
operative societies of States,
giving rise to the much-dis-
cussed dual control and the
difficulties it posed to the
central bank.

The recent Banking Regula-
tion (Amendment) Act 2020
enables the RBI to get all the
powers, including those
hitherto exclusively with the
registrar of cooperative societ-
ies. However, powers of regis-
trar continue to be with him
but the powers of RBl override
those of registrar.

While the amendment
gives the required powers to
the RBI to take timely action
and steps to prevent UCBs
from failing so that deposit-
ors’ monies are protected,
which was the main purpose
of the amendment, it also en-
joins upon the central bank to
